PASSAGE 1:

As an architect, critic and mentor, Louis H. Sullivan had an impact on architecture that
extends well beyond his work in Chicago. From the globally recognized phrase “form
ever follows function” to the mentorship of a young Frank Lloyd Wright, Sullivan’s
influence set in motion some of the most important ideas in modern architecture.

While working for various firms, Sullivan’s early years were marked by frequent
changes to the course of his education. At the age of 16, he began his architectural
studies at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) in Boston. After only a
year, Sullivan left MIT and went to work for the architectural firm of Furness and
Hewitt in Philadelphia. Shortly thereafter, the economic panic of 1873 set in, causing
work to slow and forcing Sullivan to find employment elsewhere.

Seeking new opportunities, Sullivan made the move to Chicago in 1873. His timing
couldn’t have been better. The Great Fire of 1871 had left the city’s central
commercial district in ruins. As Chicagoans recovered from the fire, Sullivan found
work with prominent architect William Le Baron Jenney. After a few months with
Jenney, Sullivan was still eager to continue his education; he’d soon set sail for the
Ecole des Beaux-Arts, an influential school of art and architecture in Paris.

Upon his 1875 return to Chicago, Sullivan spent time with several firms but finally
joined architect Dankmar Adler’s practice in 1879. There, he began a prolific career
that would lead to Sullivan becoming a partner in 1881. Adler and Sullivan completed
more than 100 projects during their 14-year partnership, including the now-demolished
Chicago Stock Exchange and Garrick Theater. The massive Auditorium Building on
Michigan Avenue—the largest, tallest, heaviest and priciest building of its era—stands
today as one of the firm’s masterpieces.

PASSAGE 2:

A new building about to take shape in Boston’s Roxbury area could, its designers
hope, herald a new way of building residential structures in cities. Designed by
architects from MIT and the design and construction firm Placetailor, the five-story
building’s structure will be made from cross-laminated timber (CLT), which
eliminates most of the greenhouse-gas emissions associated with standard building
materials. It will be assembled on site mostly from factory-built subunits, and it will be
so energy-efficient that its net carbon emissions will be essentially zero.

Most attempts to quantify a building’s greenhouse gas contributions focus on the
building’s operations, especially its heating and cooling systems. But the materials
used in a building’s construction, especially steel and concrete, are also major sources
of carbon emissions and need to be included in any realistic comparison of different
types of construction.

Wood construction has tended to be limited to single-family houses or smaller
apartment buildings with just a few units, narrowing the impact that it can have in
urban areas. But recent developments—involving the production of large-scale wood
components, known as mass timber; the use of techniques such as cross-laminated
timber; and changes in U.S. building codes—now make it possible to extend wood’s
reach into much larger buildings, potentially up to 18 stories high.

Several recent buildings in Europe have been pushing these limits, and now a few
larger wooden buildings are beginning to take shape in the U.S. as well. The new
project in Boston will be one of the largest such residential buildings in the U.S. to
date, as well as one of the most innovative, thanks to its construction methods.

PASSAGE 3:

Almost a century ago, the world was introduced to a new architectural typology that
changed the entire construction industry. Starting off with the Home Insurance
Building in 1885, leading to the Empire State and Chrysler Buildings in Manhattan,
skyscrapers became a symbol of power and financial abundance. Soon enough, they
were being constructed in almost every city across the world with state-of-the-art
designs that defied engineering norms. But with all the changes taking place in the
architecture practice, what does the future hold for these heavily criticized yet
constantly developed buildings?

More than half of the world’s 7.8 billion population live in cities and urban areas,
and 2.5 billion more are expected to join them within the next 20-25 years. High-rise
buildings, particularly residential ones, have proved to be beneficial in densely-
populated cities where vacant plots are almost impossible to find. In areas like SoHo,
where the ground level is highly congested with pedestrians and vehicle traffic
regularly, constructing low-rise commercial and residential buildings is inadequate for
the occupants’ physical and mental wellbeing.

To make the best of these prominent landmarks, architects began opting for mixed-
use buildings by integrating commercial spaces and public amenities within residential
buildings to offer residents an all-inclusive experience. Towers with outdoor terraces,
a feature that is heavily pushed for in contemporary projects, offer occupants an
elevated and private gathering space away from the city’s commotion.

Regardless of skyscrapers’ apparent solutions to urban challenges, many residents,
developers, and government officials seem to have a strong standpoint against them.
According to NYC Audubon, between 90,000 and 230,000 of nocturnal-migrating
birds are killed in New York City every year by crashing into glass skyscrapers and
falling dead onto the pavements. In addition, the New York Times has announced that
residents of NYC’s 432 Park Avenue, one of the most expensive lots in the world, are
suing the project developers for $125 million in damages citing “multiple floods,
faulty elevators, “intolerable” noise caused by building sway, and an electrical
explosion in June—the second in three years—that knocked out power to residents.”
